For His Glory – Good Judgment
Philippians 1:9-12 and 2:3-7; Revelation 20:11-15; 
2 Corinthians 5:6-10; Romans 12:10
Getting to Know Me Question:

Snow – love it or dislike it?  Do you have any snow related memories - activities in the snow, snow days or snow storms?  Do you now or have you ever gone sledding, skiing, ice skating, tobogganing, built a snow man or a snow fort, had a snowball fight?  
Sermon Discussion - Life Application Questions:
When we approach the Judgment Seat of Christ, like all believers will, we want to come:

1. Pure – Sincere, without a desire for evil.  Right understanding of good and evil and to have done right  

2. Blameless – Innocent of doing wrong to others

3. Fruitful – Using your gifts and talents for the advancement of the Kingdom and the good of others.  For example, ministry, witness, kindness, missions, those in need
What are you doing right now in your life to assure these attributes are in place? What do you need to change so that you will be pure, blameless and fruitful at the Judgment Seat of Christ?
How do we desire the highest good for others – those we love, those who are difficult, those we do not know, both unbelievers and those who are fellow believers? 
If discernment requires being sensitive to the Holy Spirit, how do we do this?
As you reflect on the sermon, what one principle or insight stands out as being particularly helpful, insightful or difficult to grasp?
