Into the Bible Questions:

Proverbs 3:1-10 
(God’s Promise for those who obey and give their first fruits)
Nehemiah 10:28, 35-36
(After Israel recognizes and repents of its sin, it pledges not only to turn from sin but also to make the effort to do what is good.)
Galatians 6:7-10
(An exhortation not to do what is good just for a season or while it is convenient, but to continue as a lifestyle until the reward of eternal life is given.)
Life Application Questions:

Besides tithing, what are some examples of first fruits that we can offer to God? What are some unique examples of this that you have done or have heard of? (Talents, abilities, gifts, etc.)
What are some practical ways that we personally can live as God “First fruit” gifts? (Obedience, giving, etc.)
Bad fruits: Do you agree that the saying “One bad apple spoils the whole bunch” can apply to the Church. How could this happen? (Gossip, pride of faith, secret sins etc.) What can be done to prevent this or to not be affected by others?
As you reflect on the sermon, what one principle or insight stands out as being particularly helpful, insightful or difficult to grasp?
