September 4, 2011 - What Do You Have To Fear?
Proverbs 14:34; Romans 1:18-32; Psalm 75:6-10
Getting to Know Me Question:

Did you ever attend the Labor Day parade or other as a child?  What is your favorite thing about a parade – the bands, the clowns, the floats, the thrown candy, etc…?  Did you ever march or ride in a parade?  What is your favorite parade memory?  Do you still go to parades now?
Sermon Discussion - Life Application Questions:
Read Proverbs 14:34 together.  How does righteousness exalt (lift up) a nation?
Have you seen a downward spiral in our nation?  Give examples.

How can we as individuals, and as the church, reverse the spiral?  We must each ask ourselves:
· How is your prayer life?

· Are you into the Word daily?

· Are you faithful to the house of God?

· Are you a worshipper?

· Are you tithing?

· Do you share your faith with others?

· Are you involved in a ministry?

· Are you inviting others to your C2 Group?

· Are you living a life of holiness

Part of being in a C2 Group is the accountability of other believers.  If you are struggling in any of the areas listed above, have you approached your C2 Group, someone in your group, or another strong Christian to help hold you accountable?
