James 1:22-25 and Romans 2:13
Getting to Know Me Question:

Tell something positive your mother or a mother figure taught you.  If you have or could have influence over a child or young person, what is the most important thing you would like to pass on to them and how would you do that?
Sermon Discussion

Into the Bible Questions:

Read Colossians 2:6-7 Paul uses here one of his frequently used words to describe practical Christian living translated “live” (NIV), or “walk” (KJV).  It literally means “to walk about”.  He then uses three analogies to illustrate what the Christian life should involve: rooted (fruit bearing term), built up (construction term), strengthened (legal term) in the faith.  How do you “walk” or “live” these in your everyday life – at home, work, church, activities, etc…

Life Application Questions:

Have you had a time in your life when the Word has caused you to see yourself as you really are?  Possibly when you had been deceived about an action or attitude – not seeing something as unrighteous that was?  How does the Word give us freedom from our “inner enemies”?
As you reflect on the sermon, what one principle or insight stands out as being particularly helpful, insightful or difficult to grasp?
