Getting to Know Me Question:

Sermon Discussion

Into the Bible Questions:

Read I Corinthians 10:13 – Discuss this scripture in light of this message from James.  Does I Corinthians 10:13 give you hope and encouragement?  Why? 
Psalm 119:11 – What is the primary tool we can use to overcome temptation?  How is this scripture being implemented in your daily life?
Life Application Questions:

What are the temptations in your life that are like the “bowl of M&Ms” illustration?  If you feel comfortable, share them with your C2 Group.  If you do not feel comfortable being that transparent in your C2 setting, do you have someone – a strong Christian – that you can be accountable to - someone that can speak open and honestly into your life – ask the tough questions?
As you deal with the temptations in your life, do you sense the conflict that is presented in Romans 7:21-23?  How does it play out in your experience?
