2.​ Read Revelation 21:1-4 
○​ What is most challenging to you in this passage? 
○​ What is most exciting to you about this passage?​

 
3.​ Since the Garden of Eden and until the New Heaven and New Earth, God is fixing 

the broken. 
○​ How has God done this in your life? How is he in the process of doing it now in 

your life?​
 

4.​ Read 1 Corinthians 13:1-13. 
○​ How do you know the difference between doing the good things that Paul lists in 

verses 1-3 without love and with love? 
○​ In Paul’s description of love in verses 4-8a, which one(s) are most meaningful to 

you? Why? 
○​ In verses 8-12, Paul writes of living in the “partial” and looking forward to the 

“perfect.”  
 

5.​ Jesus teaches us to pray, “Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done, on earth as it is 
in heaven.” The new way to begin in us today: 

○​ Know the Word and recognize where we fall short. 
○​ Pray and ask Jesus to renew our minds and hearts. 
○​ Live connected to the Spirit of God.
